About 20 years ago, a statewide 4-H Dairy Quiz Bowl was established as an academic challenge for Kentucky 4-H members.

In fact, previous participants say they(ve been helped in classes later on by what they learned to prepare for the quiz bowl and the experiences of competing in this educational event.

The 2002 4-H Dairy Quiz Bowl will take place March 15 on the University of Kentucky campus. Four-member teams will demonstrate their comprehensive knowledge of the dairy industry. Each member will take a written test prior to the team rounds.

The Junior Division is for members nine through 13 years old; the Senior Division, members 14 through 19.

Teams will compete in one-on-one elimination rounds until the top team is named, based on the highest number of points given for correct answers. The winning senior team can represent Kentucky at the North American Invitational Dairy Quiz Bowl this fall.

Milking management is the topic of emphasis this year. Junior and senior teams will answer questions on such areas as the physiology of milk production, milk letdown, proper milking procedures, mastitis prevention and healthy mammary glands. Other Junior Division team questions might include knowledge of cow anatomy, calves and dairy nutrition.
