Junior and senior 4-H members will demonstrate their roping and team penning skills May 18 during the Kentucky State 4-H Horse Special Event at the Western Kentucky University Exposition Center in Bowling Green.

Team penning and roping are open invitational classes available to 4-H members ages nine through 18. Area qualification is not a prerequisite to participate in this horse special event.

4-Hers will compete in individual breakaway roping and calf roping classes as well as team penning. The breakaway and calf roping exhibitions will have two runs. The results of both runs will be combined for an average score to determine placings. Each team penning team will consist of three riders.

Winners of the roping and team penning contests will receive the 4-H belt buckle designating them as 2002 champions. 

May 1 is the entry deadline for the Kentucky State 4-H Horse Special Event. Entry forms and other event information are available from the Kentucky 4-H Horse Program home page at http://www.uky.edu/Ag/4hhorse Each entry must include a copy of the horse(s current negative Coggins Test.

4-H members are required to wear an ASTM-SEI Equestrian Helmet while mounted, riding or driving during the event.
