4‑H SCIENCE AND ENGINEERING DEMONSTRATIONS

TO TAKE PLACE DURING SENIOR CONFERENCE

Senior 4-H members will demonstrate what they(ve learned in computer, electric and small engines projects and give safety presentations during Senior Conference on the University of Kentucky campus in June. 4-Hers do not have to attend the conference to participate in these contests.

May 1 is the registration deadline. Forms are available from your (COUNTY NAME) Cooperative Extension Service office. The contests will take place on June 13 in Room 154 of the C.E. Barnhart Building (formerly Biosystems and Agricultural Engineering Building.) Registration begins at 1 p.m.; contests, at 1:15 p.m.

These contests give 4-H participants practical experience organizing and presenting information they(ve learned in project work to other people. This experience helps youth gain poise and self-confidence. It also helps them develop such important life skills as goal setting, self-motivation, planning and organizing, communicating and sharing.

In addition, much of the information youth learn through 4-H projects helps them develop marketable skills and might aid them in part-time jobs and career choices.

The computer project contest will have a written test and a hands-on element. In the hands-on phase, contestants will demonstrate problem solving using computer word processing and spreadsheet software. Contestants may bring their own computers, or use those  in the College of Agriculture(s computer laboratory. These computers are Windows-based and have Microsoft Word and Excel software available.

This year(s electric project contest will have a parts identification exercise added as a pilot activity. However, results will not be counted toward contestants( winning scores. This exercise will provide experience to prepare our winner to compete in a national event this fall. The winner of our electric contest will be judged on the highest scores of a written quiz and visual presentation.

The small engines contest will consist of a written quiz, visual presentation and parts identification. A "trouble shooting" exercise will also be added as a pilot activity, but results will not be counted toward the winning score.

Topics in the safety presentation should relate to important safety issues and or injury prevention themes concerning youth and their daily lives.
