The 4-H State Poultry Day will take place July 15 at the Warren County Cooperative Extension Service office.  June 30 is the registration deadline.  Forms are available from your local CES office.


The day-long event has an egg demonstration contest, which begins at 8:30 a.m. Central time, and chicken and turkey barbecue contests starting at 12:30 p.m. local time.  The first- and second-place winners in area junior and senior contests may compete in the egg demonstration contest.  All 4-H youth may compete in the chicken and turkey barbeque contests, which have junior and senior divisions.

Contest participants will reveal their mastery of many skills such as public speaking, communicating, logical thinking, organizing, creativity, leadership, citizenship and responsibility.  4-H members also gain scientific knowledge, learn more about nutrition, food safety principles and the versatility of poultry products and have a better understanding of the egg and poultry meat industries.


They also share this expertise with other youth and adults.


Dishes prepared in the egg contest are judged on demonstration content, presentation and skill and overall finished dish.

In the chicken and turkey contests, youth are evaluated on barbecue cooking skills and overall food and fire preparation.  Judges also do a sensory evaluation of the barbecued poultry on degree of doneness, appearance, texture, taste and after-taste.


Senior 4-Hers winning the egg demonstration and chicken and turkey barbecue contests will represent Kentucky at the National 4-H Poultry and Egg Conference this fall.
