By choosing home environment projects, Kentucky 4-H members discover many ways to make their homes attractive and pleasant for themselves and other family members. Youth complete housing and furnishing projects appropriate for both intended uses and financial means.

The home environment projects help 4-H members develop an appreciation for an attractive and safe living environment and make wise decisions about housing and furnishings options.

Members can choose from five home environment units -- (Exploring Your Home,( (Living With Others,( (Where I Live,( (In My Home,(and (First Home Away From Home.(
In the first four units, members work on activities related to design, furniture, creative home furnishings and care of the home. In the fifth unit, they develop skills to make decisions about setting up their first home away from home. The decisions are related to finding a place to live, knowing what furnishings and living supplies are needed, finding and keeping a roommate, and maintaining a clean living environment whether in a dormitory room, apartment or house.
