If you’re a young person living in Eastern Kentucky who is interested in learning more about the environment, you may want to apply for the University of Kentucky Natural Resources and Environmental Science Academy. The academy is accepting applications now for its next group of scholars.

The academy is a three-year program designed to teach young people in Appalachia about their natural environment. In the program, scholars learn about the area’s water, forests and wildlife.
Applicants should be seventh and eighth graders in the fall and from the following counties: Breathitt, Carter, Clay, Knott, Leslie, Letcher, Owsley, Perry and Wolfe. If selected, you must agree to make a three-year commitment to the program. Scholars meet each fall at UK’s Robinson Forest for a three-day experience and take quarterly one-day field trips.
