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A good way to protect water resources is to help children make conservation and water quality protection lifelong habits. Kentucky’s 4-H Youth Development program has projects and other activities to instill the importance of sustaining water and other natural resources.



The “Water Wise“ project is geared to students in the fourth through sixth grades. Students discover the value of water to humans and other life forms, explore the importance of conservation, learn about the water cycle, and become more aware of how daily activities can contribute to contamination.  The project books also may be used for club programs.


Through the activities, youth practice measuring, using numbers, recording and interpreting data, manipulating materials and observing. They also gain skills in questioning, acquiring information and communicating it.



Another valuable part of “Water Wise” is that 4-Hers may share what they have learned about water conservation and protection with their families and others.



In one segment of the weather project, 4-Hers learn about water’s influence as a weather maker.  Other projects relate to the impact natural resources have on each other.



Youth also take part in environmental education programs and natural resources activities at camps during the year.



These are but a few of the water conservation and water quality protection activities available through 4-H Youth Development programs across Kentucky.
