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Most children love dogs but may not know much about them. The 4-Hs dog program is full of information on dogs from anatomy to dog shows.

The project teaches about the care and feeding dogs need.  Children study dogs’ health, nutrition, care, genetic problems, population control, showmanship, training, ethics and budgeting.

Experienced youths investigate responsible breeding, diseases, caring for geriatric dogs training, service dogs, dog roles and careers related to dogs.

Whether your child is a beginner or experienced with dogs, they will find stimulating dog programs from creating dog posters to showmanship.

In the process of working with dogs, youths learn responsibility, respect, planning and organizing, decision making and leadership.  

For dog lovers, these programs provide fun and entertainment while educating children about the responsible care and handling of dogs.

Members can participate in dog shows while they are learning proper showing and grooming techniques in a show setting.  They will learn showmanship, puppy training and vie in a skillathon as well as research diseases, administer emergency first aid, explore dog laws and dog-related careers.

Working with dogs is challenging and rewarding. Dogs learn tricks and discipline and as a result, youths learn that patience and persistence pays off. 

In short, youths will learn practical ideas which enforce the human/canine bond.  

Kentucky offers dog camp in May each year (May 14 through 15, 2011) at the Feltner 4-H Camp in London.  The state 4-H Dog show is held the Saturday and Sunday before the Kentucky State Fair opens each year on the Kentucky Exposition Center in Louisville.  The 2011 show is August 13 and 14.
