As a father, you play an important role in your child’s life. Through a University of Kentucky Cooperative Extension Service program, you can strengthen bonds with your children while instilling in them a love of a reading.

Fathers Reading Every Day is a four-week program, developed by the Texas Cooperative Extension Service. The program’s premise is what the title says. During the program’s four weeks, fathers or father figures read to their children at least five days out of the week. You are encouraged to read at least 15 minutes for the first two weeks of the program and increase it to 30 minutes for the last two weeks of the program. At the program’s conclusion, participants will have a celebration.
The goal of the program is to strengthen bonds between fathers and their children and, as a result, build a stronger family unit. However, many past participants also reported that their child’s vocabulary and reading comprehension increased throughout the course of the program.

Research shows children with engaged fathers are more likely to enjoy school, have a positive attitude toward school, participate in extracurricular activities and graduate. These same children are less likely to fail a grade, have poor attendance, have behavior problems or face suspension or expulsion.
